Description: 
 
The coming three years the student conference attached to the Annual Conference of Cohehre will focus on 'Diversity and 
social exclusion' as a central theme. The programme aims at enhancing awareness of different kinds of social inequalities in 
society and particular in the health care and social field. Students will work in multi-professional groups in a week 
programme to explore and analyse the topic. Subjects will be studied and adapted both from European perspective and 
related to the context of the hosting country and to focus on strategies to counter inequalities in society.

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Goals & learning outcomes:  
 
After completing the course:  
 
Å The student defines the central concepts of social inclusion; diversity, equality, freedom and responsibility  
Å The student is able to give examples of different kinds of social inequalities in key areas of social life: home life, 

work/school/studying and when having free time.   
Å The student describes and is aware about the importance of cultural sensitivity, intercultural communication and 

cooperation skills as core competences for future professionals  
Å The student is able to apply the knowledge by doing case based interdisciplinary grounded problem solving  

 
Methodology:  
 
The urban environment 
provides a learning context for this assignment. 
The city exploration starts with introducing the city and its different neighbourhoods by means of a lecture and a city walk. 
Students are divided in small groups with respect to mixed professional and cultural background. They receive more 
detailed information on one specific neighbourhood of the city. This information contains a ΨǎǳǊǾƛǾŀƭ ƪƛǘΩΣ e.g. a map of the 
neighbourhood, contact information for places of interest, articles and figures on the area and contact information of a 
ΨǘǳǘƻǊΩΦ ! privileged contact or study visit is the starting point. They have to confront their new experiences with the 
experiences in their home country.  

 
Exchange of products and peer assessment:   
 
At the end of the two days, the different groups exchange their products. The experience of a different area confronts 
them with the disparities between the different areas and as such the diversity that may exist within one city. After the 
visit, a peer evaluation session is organized based on the experience of the neighbourhood walks. 

 
Plenary debate during the Annual Cohehre Conference  
 
The final part of the student conference is a presentation and a debate on the learning outcomes with the participants of 
the annual conference.

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HORIZON 2020 

25-26 September 2014  
 
COHEHRE Academy, together with Helsinki Metropolia University of Applied Sciences organized a Horizon 2020 seminar in 
Helsinki, Finland on September 25-26, 2014. 
In total, 17 persons from Finland, Denmark, UK, Belgium, Hungary and Spain participated in the event. The first day included 
information sessions about e.g. the content, funding opportunities, participant portal and the general framework of the 
Horizon 2020 program, the second day was allocated to the workshops. 
 
The feedback of the seminar was very positive. Participants felt that the presentations were relevant and the quality of 
them was very good. 
During the workshops, participants practised on concrete themes for the applications.   
Participants requested the COHEHRE Academy to organize another similar seminar in the future, as well. 
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EXPERIENCING HEALTH  
IN A RESOURCE POOR COUNTRY 
8-10 October 2014 
 
The seminar EXPERIENCING HEALTH CARE IN A POOR RESOURCED COUNTRY took place in Oslo at the HIOA, between the 8th 
and the 10th of October 2014. 
 
The invited speakers brought their experience, both from the field and from an academic perspective, which were 
complementary and contributed to the aims which were to explore the development of intercultural 
competences/awareness of students; preparation for the intercultural shock; Preparation for Critical Incidents and 
Emotional support after potential incidents. 
 
The group of 21 participating colleagues had very interesting previous experiences, which greatly enriched the progamme. 
Initially they expected to gain deeper insight and knowledge about preparation of the students before going on international 
placement, coaching while they were away and support them upon return. Involving areas such as intercultural awareness, 
critical incidents, ethical dilemmas, transfer of competences upon return.  
 
At the end of the seminar, participants reported to have increased their awareness, knowledge, understanding and 
competences on these areas, suggesting the eventual need for further discussion in some of these themes, with specific 
seminars/workshops to be organized in the future.

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The Intensive Programs are not included anymore in ERASMUS+ funding. For all mobility projects it means that there is a 
reorientation towards new formats, new organization and another involvement of partners. As there are no student grants for 
short term mobility anymore, students or institutions have to contribute with their own resources to participate. Most of the 
courses continue in a format of IP-light: distance learning for preparatory work and 5-6 working days face-to-face, organized 
with a low budget. Staff members can apply through their institutions for Erasmus staff mobility grants.
